· A paid coach of a competitor in any event; or
· Employed by, or a dependent is employed by.
Officials shall be free of obligation to any interest other than the impartial and fair judging of sports competitions. Officials shall recognize that anything which may lead to a conflict of interest, either real or apparent, must be avoided. Gifts, favors, special treatment, privileges, employment or a personal relationship with a school or team which can compromise the perceived impartiality of officiating must be avoided.

Finally, in accordance with the NCAA Division III Manual, are you or have you ever been identified as a representative of athletic interests? _____________________
· Representative of Athletic Interests, as defined by the NCAA, is “an individual who is known (or should have been known) by a member of the institution’s executive or athletics administration to:
· Have participated in or to be a member of any agency or organization promoting the institution’s intercollegiate athletic program;
· Have made financial contributions to the athletics department or to an athletics booster organization of that institution;
· Be assisting or to have been requested (by the athletics department staff) to assist in the recruitment of prospective student-athletes;
· Be assisting or to have assisted in providing benefits to enrolled student-athletes or their families; or
· Have been involved otherwise in promoting the institution’s athletics program.
