Hall of Fame


Eligibility:  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Inductees may be former athletes, coaches, administrators, or meritorious service contributors.  To be eligible for induction as a student-athlete, an individual must have graduated from his/her institution, played at least two years at that institution, and played a SLIAC championship sport.  A nominee is not eligible for induction until at least five years after his or her last date of participation.  To be eligible as a coach, administrator, or meritorious service contributor, the individual must have served his or her institution or the conference for at least five years after 1991.  A coach must have coached a sport in which a SLIAC championship was awarded.  


Location and awards:

The “Hall of Fame” itself will be virtual, located on the SLIAC website.  Each inductee will receive an eight-by-ten plaque and his/her institution will receive a five-by-seven plaque, to be presented at each honorees alma mater at a time convenient to the honoree, the institution and the Conference.


Selection procedure:

The Athletics Director at each institution makes all nominations, using a standard nomination form.  Each institution may nominate up to two individuals.  An AD may nominate a third individual if that individual served the SLIAC conference as a whole. 

The Awards Committee selects two student-athletes and up to two non-student-athletes (coaches, administrators, or meritorious service contributors) to be inducted each year.  Student-athletes will be selected through a ranked voting of all Committee members with the two individuals receiving the highest vote total selected for induction.  Non-student-athletes will be selected through a yes-no vote by all Committee members with an affirmative vote from two-thirds of the Committee necessary for induction.  Non-student-athletes that do not receive two-thirds affirmative vote are not eligible to be re-nominated.  Each conference institution must have an inductee at least once every six years, and each conference sport must have an inductee at least once every eight years.

Nominations are sent to the conference Vice Chair by November 1 with inductees named by December 1.  Induction ceremonies will be at each honorees alma mater at a time convenient to the honoree, the institution and the Conference.


Selection committee:

The selection committee is appointed by and chaired by the conference Vice President.  The membership consists of two ADs (including the conference VP), two SWAs, one FAR, and the Commissioner, with no institution being represented by more than one person.  Initially, half the members will be named to one-year terms and the other to two-year terms.  Thereafter, all terms will be two years (except the conference VP), and will be non-renewable.  Each conference institution must be represented on the committee at least once in any four-year period.
